One small table or figure may be included but abstracts are then limited to 150 words and must still fit on one side of A4 with left hand margin of 3cm. Abstracts should be sent in Microsoft word format to Dr. Gabriele Saretzki by email: gabriele.saretzki@ncl.ac.uk.  All accepted abstracts will be published in our Official Journal Biogerontology (Current Impact Factor = 3.7).

Travel bursaries A limited number of travel bursaries will be available to BSRA student members who are presenting a poster or oral communication at the BSRA ASM, to cover the cost of UK travel to the meeting (standard class rail); successful applicants will be contacted after the meeting. Please indicate on the registration form if you wish to be considered for a travel bursary.
