Annual Scientific Meeting

Biogerontology publishes original research reports, reviews, hypotheses, new methods and interviews.  Membership of the BSRA brings with it the unique opportunity of an online subscription via BSRA website for no the additional charge. 





The BSRA executive also negotiates other journal discounts for its Members. Currently, we offer the Elsevier journal, Mechanisms of Ageing and Development (MAD), to the membership at the reduced rate of £40 for a personal subscription (paper copy).
